They do not speak, only whisper and they
even get even closer to each other in their love. Finally they even need not whisper, they only look
at each other and that’s all....

So next time you shout to a loved one, know that you are creating distance between your heart
and that person’s heart. Proverbs 15:1, a gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs
up anger.

Recall. This is very true. Let’s start today and practice not to shout. | will sure remember. Besides,
shouting drains me so much. Remind me when | start shouting at you.

Kazaner Tumblers in éouth Africa

| am the proud owner of a pair of white Kazaner
Tumblers, thanks to Eddie Quick who imported
this lovely little breed from Europe. The Kazaner
tumbler is a very old breed that originated behind
the Iron curtain. My cock carries a German ring,
while the hen hails from Hungary. | plan to do line
breeding with them and to develop separate lines
around both the cock and the hen, to guard against
inbreeding. | have asked Mick Bassett to translate
the German standard into English, because the

The American standard deviates a lot from the Ger-
man one, most probably to cover up possible faults
in the orgininal imports into the USA., or to cater
for some fashion trend in the USA. | will attach the
translated German standard to this e-mail. 1 am
still discussing some points in this translation (e.g.
magpie marking descriptions; eye colour etc.) with
Mick and will send the final version to Louwrens for
inclusion into the South African standards - via the
Tumbler Club. In the mean time | will appreciate it
if all senior judges will study this standard. | want
their honest and informed opinions when they pass
judgement on my little jewels during main judging
on the shows to come!

Kazaner Tumbler - translated from “Alles Uber Ras-
setauben” Band 6

by Mick Bassett (All notes in italics added by Jan
Lombard)

The most well known of all the Tumbler breeds
from the Region of Kazan (Kasan) is the Kazaner
Tumbler, which originated during the second half
of the 1800’s in the Volga Region. The Kazaner
belongs to the Posture Tumbler Group. Through
crossing with the Berliner Short Face Tumblers
(Berlin Kurze) and Ancient Tumblers (Altstammer)
it has developed into the present day type. (Levi
mentioned the Kazaner as one of the ancestors
of the Berlin Kurze). According to old writings this
modern type has little to do with the earlier Kazan-
er Type. Up to the present day in Russian Stan-
dard it belongs to the Structure Pigeon Group. (It
is therefore not regarded; in it’s original form,
as a tumbler in its country of origin. Fantails
and Jacobins, amongst others also belong to
the Structure Pigeon Group)

H.J.Karsten, the well known Tumbler and ‘Highflier’
expert did a great service with furthering the knowl-
edge of the Kanzaner in Germany.

The Kazaner today is a small well-proportioned
very lively pigeon. The head is smooth (e.g. plain
headed - without a crest) and well rounded with a

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high and broad forehead. The eye should be pearl
colour, with the exception of whites, which should
have dark eyes. (If the Magpie versions have
white heads, they will most probably have dark
eyes as well. At the time of writing | do not know
enough about the magpie version to know this
for certain. As some white headed breeds have
pearl eyes, the Magpie Kazaners might as well
have pearl eyes.) The pale eye-cere is fine and
smooth. The strong beak should be almost medi-
um length, with thin pointed beaks being discarded.
(According to the standard line drawing and a
Dutch article on Posture Tumblers, the Kazan-
er’s beak setting can be described as down-
faced). The beak colour should be pale, although
the blacks may have slightly ‘stained’ beaks. The
neck is broad across the shoulders and narrows
gracefully with a backward curve to the head and
should have a slight tremor (shaking or “zitter”
action) when the bird is active. (Based on this
the line drawing in the American NPA book of
standard is incorrect. They also got it wrong
when they say that the neck should not be car-
ried backward. Judging from two photographs
from German magazines of high scoring birds,
as well as from the line drawing in the German
standard, a Kazaner in show station should
carry it’s head only slightly in front of it’s feet)

The broad well-rounded breast is carried forward
and slightly upwards (proud). (The American stan-
dard also got it wrong here!) The back is short
and broad and slightly ‘hollow’. The tail should be
broad, short and flat, without any curvature when
the bird is active. The tail should have more than
12 feathers. It should be carried high (elevated but
not above the level of the head). The upper and
lower tail-coverts should be convex (like a cush-
ion - as illustrated in the line drawing). (Neither
the German Standard, nor “Alles uber Rasse
Tauben” mentioned the fact that the Kazaner is
without a oil gland. This fact is mentioned in
an article from the Dutch magazine Avicultura.
Together with wide tail feathers, the absence of
the oil gland provides an acceptable explana-
tion why this breed displays a fairly wide tail
with only “more than 12 tail feathers”. My two
Kazaners have 13 and 14 tail feathers respec-
tively). The wings desired short and carried un-
der the tail and may just touch the ground. (The
German Standard does not want it to touch the
ground, but with the very short legs | do not
see how this is possible. | believe “Alles uber
Rasse Tauben” is right.) The legs are very short
with short leg/foot feathering which should not be

so profuse as to form Muffs. (It can be described
as “groused”. The Dutch article also mention
the absence of hocks “gierhakken”, which both
German sources do not mention at all. Based
on my own observations, the absence of hocks,
the length of foot feathers and the width of the
tail are the main differences between Kazaners
and Berlin Kurze)

The most widely bred colour is White, but the Ka-
zaner also comes in, Black, Dominant and Reces-
sive Red and Yellow, also ‘Bunt’, other markings
are White flight and Magpie in Black, Dominant and
Recessive Red and Yellow. (The German Stan-
dard mentioned Blue as a Self colour. It is not
known at this point in time if they refer to blue
with black bars. The American NPA standard
mentions a number a bar pattern colours, but
this is frowned upon by our German friends) All
colours should be intensive and even. The ‘Bunte’
marking has 5-10 white flights, with the back, tail,
belly and foot feathers white, the rest of the bird is
coloured. Black “Buntes” may have either a white
or coloured tails. Logically the white flight marking
also has white foot feathers. The colour and mark-
ings are not of prime importance with this breed as
mentioned in the approved standard.

The affectionate, lively and graceful Kazaner tum-
bler which is impressive due confidence and to it’s
willingness to breed is gaining a wider circle of lov-
ers of this breed. To my knowledge this breed no
longer exists in what was the Soviet Union. In Ger-
many the Association of Russian Tumbler Breed-

ers caters for this breed.

Kazaner Tumber Standard

Origin:

USSR (Russia). This breed is several hundred
years old. It was created from Russian Tumblers,
Fantails and Owils in the Regions of Kazan and Vol-

ga.

Overall impression:

The Kazaner Tumbler is barely medium in size in
body and beak. It has rounded head and carries it’s
wings under a broad tail. The Kazaner has short
grouse feathering on the legs and feet. It is friendly,
lively and graceful in character.

Head:
Plain-Head, rounded, the forehead should be broad
and high.

Eyes:
9 Die Sierduif
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Pearl coloured eyes in white flighted and self colour
varieties, except for white where dark (bull) eyes
are required. Marked varieties (“bunte” and mag-
pie) should have bull eyes. The eye-ceres should
be narrow, smooth and pale in colour.

Beak:
Should be barely medium length; short and thick
and forming a stumpy angle to the forehead (slight-
ly down faced). The beak is pale in colour, with
the exception of Blacks where some pigment is al-
lowed.

Neck:

The Neck should be broad across the shoulders,
tapering to the Head. It should curve gracefully
backward and with slight Tremor (shaking) action
when active.

Breast:
Broad and well rounded, carried forward and held
high.

Self colours in, White, Blue with black bars, Black,
Dominant (ash) Red; Recessive Red and Reces-
sive Yellow.

The “Bunte” variety, a type of magpie marking, as
well as White Flight and Magpie varieties are avail-
able in Black, Ash Red; Recessive Red and it's di-
lute Recessive Yellow only.

Colours and Markings:

All colours should be even, rich and intensive. Ash
red and it’s dilute ash yellow have paler flight and
tail feathers. It should however not be white.

‘Bunte’ can be with, or without a white beard, but
should have 5 — 10 white flights, a white back and a
white tail (with the exception of Black “bunte” which
can have either a black or a white tail). The bel-
ly and foot feathers of all “bunte” should be white.
White Flights have white flights and white foot
feathers.

The colour and markings should not be considered

Broad, soft and not too long.

2. Body shape and posture (stance).
3. Neck-head-beak shape.
4. Foot feathers.

5. Eye colour.

6. Markings and colour.

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The Self (spread) Ldngface Tumbler.

The self group was traditionally made up of Black
& dun, white and recessive red and yellow. White
should however not be included in this group, as it
is not a true spread. More about this later.

These were traditionally the strongest of the long-
face classes. Astime passed by, more factors were
added and today we have andalusian, reduced,
milky (lavender) and many more. The brown col-
or was also brought over and brown and its dilute
khaki are seen on some shows in the USA. In
South Africa we mostly have blacks & white with
a few dun, red, yellow, strawberry and andalusian
longfaces being showed

The Fancy Pigeon
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birds are bringing about there own chal-
lenge, but do have the added advantage that self
iS an epistatic factor, being able to mask other co-
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lours. I've bred some of my best blacks from blue,
silver and mealy crosses. Dun is the dilute of black,
and is seldom seen in South Africa.

For an unknown reason spread on the ash-red co-
lour causes a whole range of colours ranging from
a “lavender” type of silver to almost a black/red/
bronze. As an example two pictures of 2006 straw-
berry youngsters are shown. All of these variet-
ies bred back to brown or blue gave the traditional
brown self and black results respectively.

White is not a true self however, as it is actually
a patterned bird consisting of two genes ash red,
two genes dilute and two genes for grizzle. Once
a breeder understands the concept, he can create
white using genes from a variety of sources. This

The Patterned Longface Tumbler.

In South Africa we refer to the barred longfaces as
patterned. They are but a portion of the available
patterns in longfaces worldwide. In order of dom-
inance the T pattern (also called velvet), checker,
bar and barless make up this group. Of these we
have the barred (as the 2006 blue grizzle barred in
the photo) and T patterns (like the red and blue T
Patterns in the photo’s) in the country. We used to
have checkers, but | cannot recall a South African
ever exhibiting a barless.

The Fancy Pigeon
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shows clearly in the picture as the flecking in the
neck is not trimmed out.

Red and yellow self’'s are not a colour, but another
form of epistasis. In the Homozygous form it man-
ifests as red, or with added dilute, yellow self. In
the heterozygous form the true colour of the bird
shows. It is therefore a 25% possibility to bred an
red or yellow self from any two birds of any colour
that carries a recessive red gene.

I hope this helps to create a greater understanding
of what spread/self is about and that it is not just
a boring monotonous colour. To play around with
self’s can be a very rewarding experience.

Possibly the least understood is the T Pattern or so
called velvet. Many refer to these as dark check-
ers and group them under check. In my opinion
dark checkers can be anything ranging from poor
pattern, sooty or dirty factors up to true T patterns.

Of the abovementioned all are unwanted factors
on the checks, except T pattern which is a differ-
ent pattern than check. To elucidate the claim on
separate pattern rather than a form of checker,
breeding results clearly show its dominance over
check. Furthermore can no T pattern carry check if
the pigeon already carries a gene for bar. If it was
a check, true checks with an open pattern should
have been bred from a T pattern and a bar.
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am planning crosses to re-introduce checkers to
the RSA and will possibly have show able birds in
a few years time. The barless, being a recessive
pattern, is much more difficult and | hope some-
body will rise up to the challenge and bread these
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beauties for us. | am however uncertain if blind-
ness might be a problem in the longfaces as itis in
SO many other breeds.

Many other factors are very attractive when com-
bined with patterned birds, as is the milky on blue,
producing the so-called powdered blue, Ice on blue
giving the color of a damascene and indigo, pro-
ducing the indigo bars. These are all worthwhile
projects that can bring a whole new dimension to
longface tumbler breeding.
